It will be held at the Heriot-Watt University campus close to Edinburgh city centre and will be attended by over 500 delegates from around the world and will take place from the 7th – 11th July 2011.

However, they are looking for girls and adults from across the UK to get involved in this once in a lifetime opportunity. They need adults to work in teams preparing for: accommodation, catering, site services, first aid, open & closing ceremonies, publicity and finance.

They are also looking for 120 girls, 40 from England, aged 12-14 to take part in the Youth event which will run alongside the conference and will be an innovate style of event. 
In addition, they are looking for Senior Section members to be part of the service team and, for example, act as runners at the conference and there will be a preparation weekend for the girls chosen in February 2011. It will be hard work for the service team but it will be hugely rewarding. 
There are also opportunities to observe the event in Edinburgh or, for the 1st time ever, the conference will be broadcast live as a web stream. This means that anyone in Guiding can log on and watch the conference live as it happens! There will also be a publication launched called: ‘WAGGGS & Haggis’ which is for those who cannot attend but want to take part in the event. The publication, which will be a downloadable document, will be launched before Christmas and will be in three sections: WAGGGS, Scotland and the conference.
