Information and Consent Form – please fill in the gaps, e.g. who you want the form to be returned to and by what date, transport arrangements etc.  Also, please feel free to change any of the wording about the event or add to it.

Booking form – please note that the deadline for bookings is Saturday 5th March.  You can, however, e mail your booking form to murdermystery2011@yahoo.co.uk up to midnight on 5th March provided the paper copy and cheque etc is received by 12th March.
The maximum number of Guides that can attend is 500 so can we suggest that you get your booking form in as early as possible.  If you would like to register an interest in attending and to receive updates including notification of when the number of participants reaches 400 please do so by e mailing us at the above address with your unit name and put Marlands Registration of Interest as the heading for the e mail.

The consent form should be retained by you.  Please copy the Health form and bring both copies to the event.  One copy should be retained by you, the other copy will be held centrally by the First Aid team.  If you are aware of any significant health issues for any of your Guides or leaders it would be appreciated if you could let us have details in advance – please note them on the booking form.

Your booking form will be acknowledged by e mail and further information will be sent out to you as soon as possible after the closing date but this will not be until after  21st March.    However if you have any specific queries at any time please e mail murdermystery2011@yahoo.co.uk
On arrival at The Marlands Shopping Centre you will be given details of the afternoon challenge.  An adult (this could be a leader, unit helper or parent)  will be expected to accompany each  team of Guides but should not take an active part –please!  Whilst we appreciate that Guides often do activities in small groups without an adult, Saturday afternoons in Southampton city centre tend to attract a wide cross section of the community,  the girls will have to cross major roads to get to some of the venues and 7th May is the last home game of the season for Saints.
When we return to The Marlands after the shopping centre has closed each unit will be able to set up a base on the upper floor and we suggest that the girls bring a sleeping bag although actual sleeping is not compulsory.  Guiders may wish to bring a camp chair and/or a sleeping bag.  There will be somewhere to securely store sleeping bags, chairs and rucksacks  during the afternoon and you will be allocated some form of identifying your units belongings prior to the event.  The form that this takes will depend on the number of participants attending.  For example it might be coloured ribbon, luggage labels etc.
Parents will have to park and walk their daughters into The Marlands Shopping Centre.  Depending on numbers it may be possible for them to drive into the service yard at the back of the shopping centre on Sunday morning and collect from there but this will be confirmed once final numbers are known.   
We are currently looking into the overnight parking situation for leaders’  cars but wherever possible it would be preferable for you to  be dropped off on Saturday afternoon and collected on Sunday morning.

As you will see from the flyer, the Guides will be provided with a meal voucher to the value of £5.00 for use in the West Quay Food Court.   The cost for Guiders is £3.00 per person which will cover the cost of breakfast and a badge.  Guiders will therefore be responsible for paying for their own evening meal.

Please ask your Guides to bring a refillable plastic bottle – there will be a facility for them to fill this with water during the night.  They may wish to bring a drink with them for the afternoon as well as snacks for the afternoon and evening/night – or you may wish to provide these for the unit.  We will not be providing any food between the evening meal and breakfast although it is possible that at least one of the activities could involve chocolate!  Tea and coffee making facilities will be available for leaders.
We are currently negotiating with the My Pottery studio that is located in the Marlands to see if they would stay open during the evening and also offer us a good deal on price.  If we are able to offer this as an activity, this would be at an extra cost and places may be limited.   Further information to follow.
We are fairly confident that The Market Gallery (see www.craftydestination.co.uk for information about the shop) will be open for at least part of the evening  so if you need to stock up on craft supplies bring some money!  There is a possibility also of them running some craft workshops.   
Please make sure that you have photographic permission for all participants or advise us in advance of any girls and/or adults that do not have/have not given permission.  The press are being invited to come along at some point during the evening.

During the evening and night there will be security staff (provided by The Marlands) on site and in the event of an emergency we will be directed by them.   There will be an evacuation plan in place and there may be a fire drill early on in the evening.
